Residents can also
have bulky items picked up from the curbside if they call Athens Services at 888-336-6100. Bulky item
pick-ups must be pre-arranged through Athens Services. Any items left abandoned on the curb can be
subject to a notice of violation from Monterey Park Code Enforcement.
