I am writing to formally report the severe deterioration of the road
surface in the 1400 -1600 S grandridge ave area , which has
significantly worsened over time. The road has extensive cracks
and aging asphalt, and nearly every week, loose rocks and
broken asphalt emerge from the pavement. This not only poses a
serious safety risk for drivers and pedestrians, but also increases
the likelihood of further structural failure or even potential ground
collapse if left unaddressed.

Specific Actions That Indicate an Incremental Zoning Shift
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A technical correction to The Housing Element (February 19,
2025) is being used to justify land use changes, moving RHNA
housing allocations from Lincoln/Garvey to Saturn Park, despite
Saturn Park being designated for Innovation Technology—not
housing or mixed use.

«. This was not part of the original Housing Element adopted by
HCD in March 2023.

«. This change fundamentally alters land use policy without a
General Plan Amendment.

*. Monterey Park Housing Element for 2021-2029, there is no
explicit mention of Saturn Park as a designated housing site. The
document does not indicate any shifts in the Regional Housing
Needs Allocation (RHNA) specifically to Saturn Park. The
Housing Element outlines the city's strategy to meet RHNA
across various income levels but does not detail allocations to
sites like Saturn Park.

Ordinance No. 2253 (Adopted November 6, 2024) changed
zoning terminology for Saturn Park and introduced “expanded
uses,” creating a regulatory framework that could later justify
mixed-use development.

Zoning Code Amendment (February 19, 2025)

+. Added "mixed-use developments" and "neighborhood-serving
commercial uses" to allowable uses in Saturn Park.

«. Updated development standards that could support higher-
density development.

«. Claimed to "align" zoning with the Housing Element and Land
Use Element, even though the General Plan has not been
amended.

These changes bypass the
required General Plan Amendment process, which should
include full public input, CEQA review, and formal approval.

Saturn Park is designated Innovation Technology in the General
Plan. The city must amend the General Plan first before any
zoning changes can be legal. Measure JJ, approved by voters in
2020, amended the General Plan to designate Saturn Park as
Innovation Technology (IT). The city claims that Measure JJ is
inconsistent with zoning regulations and must be modified, citing
Lesher Communications, Inc. v. City of Walnut Creek (1990) 52
Cal.3d 531. However, Lesher only invalidates zoning ordinances
that conflict with the General Plan—it does not allow the City to
override a voter-approved General Plan amendment without
following the proper legal process.

If the City wants to rezone Saturn Park for mixed-use or housing,
it must formally amend the General Plan through public hearings,
CEQA review, and voter approval—not by making incremental
zoning changes without transparency.
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
